    Most of our discussion about the Title One – School Wide Plan centered on discussing our test results from last year’s testing. It was noted, that if you follow a grade level of students from year to year their test results remain about the same each year. Mr. Proctor and Mrs. Valerio have been given the assignment to review the testing data and do a presentation to the teachers. School attendance and academic achievement was discussed – we have some students who miss a lot of school. As a school we received an overall “B” grade from the State for academic progress. A motion was made by Rachel Pipkin and 2nd by Carolee Ewell to approve the Title One – School Wide Plan for this year. The voting was unanimous in favor of accepting the plan.

**Discussion on our School Improvement Plan - goal #1 for next year.**
   S.I.P.goal #1- is the reading plan for the school. A few changes were made to the plan; 
The school goal was changed to read that the number of students reading at or above grade level will increase by 2% and the phrase, “ with an emphasis on third grade” was dropped. 3e. was dropped. #5 was changed to #6. A new # 5. was added, “Kindergarten through 3rd grade teachers will use the new district phonics program, “BLAST and HD WORD.” Under measures of success #4. was changed to include kindergarten. A motion was made by Rachel Pipkin and 2nd by Carolee Ewell to approve School Improvement Plan #1. for next year. The voting was unanimous in favor of accepting the plan with the above listed changes.
